restorative approach of

“what’s okay?”.

three key points are taught:

1. the bully does not decide whether
   or not they are powerful. you do!

2. three easy to use statements for
    handling conflicts and bullying.

3. safety.

several skits are performed using
role playing in order to address
the above three points.

a single presentation lasting 45 min.
costs $300. it is recommended that a

presentation be limited to 100 students.
two presentations cost $500.

ADULT workshops:

a whole school approach.

three key points are discussed:

1. adult based skits and student
   based  skits are used to
   demonstrate how “what’s okay?”
   also applies to adults.

2. adults are shown how to find a
    balance between allowing
    students to handle conflicts/
    bullying on their own and when
    THEY should intervene.

3. societal causal agents of
    bullying are identified.

a single workshop lasting 60 min.
costs $300, two workshops

cost $500.

a restorative approach:

seven easy to teach lessons
including:

1.  open ended childrens’ stories
    (students decide the ending).

2. teacher overviews.

“what’s okay?” paradigm:

Take CARE OF YOURSELF,
BUT NOT BY BEING MEAN.

BE NICE, BUT NOT TOO NICE.

the caution:

ALWAYS KEEP AN EYE OPEN FOR DANGER.
IF ANY OF THE FOLLOWING SITUATIONS
HAPPEN, GET AWAY AND SEEK HELP.

1. SOMEONE STARTS YELLING AT YOU.

2. sOMEONE THREATENS YOU.
    fOR EXAMPLE, “wATCH OUT OR I’LL HIT
    YOU.”

3. SOMEONE TOUCHES YOU INAPPROPRIATELY.
    fOR EXAMPLE, SOMEONE GRABS
    OR PUSHES YOU.

OF DANGER, PLEASE SHARE THEM.
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
